[1] not backing up your data. testimonial will go here...
That's a simple one. Less than 5% of
individuals perform a daily backup of
their data! Less than 5%! In fact, |
personally believe the number to be
much lower, although | had trouble
finding statistics to back it up. If
you're not using a worthwhile backup
application DAILY you're asking for
data loss and a nightmare when
danger strikes. Backup!

[2] not monitoring your backup

This is another simple one. A major
problem with many backup utilities is
that most of them don’t give you
reports in a handy way. They tend to
make you crawl through a menu or
two in order to verify the backup actu-
ally happened. This cumbersome
process causes almost every indi-
vidual (myself included) to forget this
routine process. And an unmonitored
backup is as bad as not backing up
your data, because when trouble
strikes; your heart will skip a beat
wondering IF you have a copy of the
file saved anywhere else. Your
backup needs to be monitored!
